Parents & Coach Conduct Guidelines 
We had some serious problems last seasons with coaches and parents being abusive toward referees. Here are some standard rules to help promote proper “sideline” behavior.

Please appreciate the efforts of the referees, they have attended classes and are CERTIFIED under FIFA and CYSA rules. They will not be able to see everything that occurs but will to the best of their ability, call an impartial game that adheres to the rules they have been taught.

Respect the referee decisions and encourage your child to do the same. Do not publicly question the capability or honesty of the referees. Arguing with referees or officials will not be tolerated for any reason. The referee is acting in an official capacity. Never criticize, heckle, harass, jeer or shout at a referee, player or coach. Profanity is never allowed during game play or after a game.

Parents are never allowed to address a referee. The coaches may address a referee prior to the game, at the half time, and after the game’s completion in a respectful manner. Any complaints about a referee should be passed onto your coach in a respectful manner. The coach may then pass it on to their Club Coach Coordinator or Club Referee Coordinator for review. The referee’s name is not needed.

Any physical contact with a referee can result in a minimum suspension of one (1) year and review by the Board of Directors regarding further disciplinary and/or felony criminal action per CYSA (California Youth Soccer Association) Constitution and Bylaws 4:08 Disciplinary Rulings.
Do not incite players to commit fouls or injure the opposing players. Restrict comments to general praise and encouragement and applaud good play by either team. Consider the example you’re setting for your child and others. A display of good sportsmanship should always be the example on the field as well as on the sidelines. If you cannot be an exemplary spectator, consider not attending the games. 

Spectators and coaches must NEVER enter the field of play without the referee’s permission.

Let the coaches do the coaching. Standing, sitting or coaching behind the goal is not allowed.

The coach is responsible for the conduct of players and parents. The referee has the authority to take action against a spectator or coach who fails to conduct themselves in a responsible manner. The referee can expel them from the field of play and its immediate surroundings. The coach may also be ejected from the game and expelled from the area as a result of disrupting spectator or parent misconduct. In addition, there can be further game suspensions depending on the severity of conduct.

If these guidelines are followed, an environment will be created in which each player can take pride from having participated. Enjoyment comes from not only winning but also from improvement and athletic participation. It is up to all of us to keep the competition fun.
Keep our fields clean! Please remove your trash after practices and games. The last home team of the day is responsible for the final clean up for the field.
